Inte mindre &n 125 masterverk fran 30 olika hollandska museer har samlats pa Van
Gogh Museum i Amsterdam. Utstallningen som fatt namnet 125 favorites. Acquired with
the support of the Rembrandt Association, har organiserats for att fira Rembrandt-
foreningens 125-arsjubileum. Utstaliningen visar den hoga kvalité och stora
konstnarliga bredd som féreningen har stott under arens lopp inom bildkonsten,
konsthantverket, industridesignen och videokonsten. Utstallningen &r 6ppen fran 3
oktober 2008 till 18 january 2009.

Rembrandt-foreningen bildades 1883 av en samling privatpersoner som dnskade att den hollandska konstens
framsta verk skulle stanna inom landet. P& den tiden fanns det knappast ndgot stéd fr&n myndigheterna att bevara
viktiga konstverk, och museerna hade inte de ekonomiska resurserna for att géra sina egna inkop. Till foljd av detta
saldes manga verk fran privata samlingar utomlands. Rembrandt-foreningen hjélpte till att vanda trenden och fick
tillbaka verk av konstnarer som Rembrandt van Rijn, Jan Davidsz, de Heem och Hendrick ter Brugghen till Holland.

Residensstaden Den Haag kommer for sjunde gangen i ordningen att sta vard for
Binnenhof-festivalen. Denna festival har tre teman: interkulturalitet, dans och musik,
allt framfort pad det historiska Binnenhof fran 27 till 29 augusti 2008. Binnenhof &r en
internationell, interkulturell och interdisciplinar festival, ett maste for dans- och
musikalskare. P& festivalen far vi bland annat bekanta oss med musik fran Portugal och
Kap Verde-6arna, moderna dansforestallningar som provar publikens kanslor och en
konsert av Haags filharmoniska orkester, Residentie Orkest.

Festivalomradet har en véldigt speciell historia. Binnenhof &r sedan 1446 platsen dar Nederlandernas parlament
sammantrader.



Den 7 september fargas hela den sydhollandska staden Breda réd. Staden vantar 2500
rodhdriga besokare fran 6ver 15 olika lander infér den arliga Redhead Arts Day.

P& de hollandska konstnarerna Bart Rouwenhorsts och Jos Vogelpoels initiativ

L% arrangeras olika evenemang under Redhead Day. En fototagning kommer att samla alla
sl rodhattor pa ett gruppfoto. Workshops med fokus pa rott har kommer att hallas, varav
en gar under namnet “Self Portrait” med 300 rédhariga barn. I hela staden Breda
kommer hundra konstnérer att ge uttryck for sin fascination éver rott har. Poeter
kommer att deklamera sina dikter om rodhéttans skonhet, fotografer kommer att visa sina bilder av rédh&riga och
konstnarer kommer att visa upp sina malningar. Bredas storsta kyrka kommer att flamma av rétt och hysa en stor
utstallning. De lokala féretagarna i Breda &r ocksd med pa noterna: restauranger kommer att erbjuda speciella
rodhattemenyer och skyltfénster kommer att flamma.

Intradet ar gratis till alla evenemang under Redhead Arts Day och ar till lika mycket for rodhattorna som for deras
fans.

Medan Stedelijk Museum véntar pd att dess nya byggnad kan tas i bruk i december
2009, drar museet ut pd gatorna inom projektet Stedelijk in the City. Det forsta

7| evenemanget gar av stapeln den 1 oktober 2008: Construction Cabin on tour. Denna

& konstnarliga version av en byggbarack, som formgetts av Niels van Eijk och Miriam van
der Lubbe, kommer att ta med museet ut pd gatorna. Turnén startar pa 6n
Oosterdokseiland i narheten av centralstation och kommer sedan att flytta runt i stan
fram till december 2009. Construction Cabin ar det forsta i en serie olika projekt runt
om i stan och pa olika institutioner for att halla Stedelijk tillgéngligt &ven under tiden da
museet inte har nagra lokaler.

Under 15 manader kommer Stedelijk Museum att fardas runt i huvudstaden och tréffa lokalbefolkningen och turister
och lata dem konfronteras med bildkonst och design. Construction Cabin kommer att bli ett centrum for experiment,
workshops, forestallningar, férelasningar, promenader, debatter och méten med konstndrer och museikuratorer.
Construction Cabin kommer att dyka upp 6verallt dar Stedelijk hors och syns, men kommer aven att ha sin egen rutt
och dyka upp kring andra evenemang och aktiviteter i Amsterdam.

Under hosten 2008 presenterar Nieuwe Kerk i Amsterdam en unik konstutstallning.
Fram till den 26 oktober kommer den svarta manniskans attraktionskraft i konsten i
Holland och Flandern att visas upp. Manga stora mastare har portratterat den svarta
méanniskan genom arhundradena. Denna fascination illustreras av 135 malningar,
teckningar och manuskript fran samlingar i Holland och andra lénder. Black is beautiful
presenterar en anmarkningsvard studie i olja av Rubens, intima teckningar och
etsningar av Rembrandt, malningar av Jordaens, Mostaert, Breitner, Jan Sluijters, Karel
Appel och Marlene Dumas, samt vackert illustrerade manuskript fr&n medeltidens slut
som det kanda Van Maerlant-manuskriptet.

Tillsammans ger dessa verk ett intryck av hur den svarta manniskans roll i den hollandska konsten och kulturen har
férandrats. De visar att den svarta manniskan har varit en del av hollandsk konst och kultur i sjuhundra &r.
H&apnadsvéackande bilder och nya insikter tar oss fran ar 1300 via de stora 1600-talsmastarna till den samtida
konsten. Utstéllningen kan delas upp i tre huvuddelar: den gamla varlden, den nya varlden och den moderna
varlden. Dessa delar delas sedan upp ytterligare i rubriker som Den svarta kungen, Starka man, Starka kvinnor,
Afrika och afrikanerna, (Syd)Amerika och slavarna samt Portratt.




I oktober férvandlas Amsterdam till ett mecka for clubbingfolket. 22-25 oktober
arrangeras namligen Amsterdam Dance Event (ADE), vérlden stérsta clubbingfestival
och Europas framsta konferens for elektronisk och dansmusik. P& grund av framgangen
under tidigare ar har evenemanget i &r utdkats med en extra festival- och
konferensdag. Med 6ver 700 DJs/artister som upptrader i fyrtio av Amsterdams basta
klubblokaler och med en festivalpublik pa inte farre &n 80.000 besokare kommer
Amsterdam att vara Europas clubbinghuvudstad under fyra dagar och natter. ADE
erbjuder musikindustrins branschfolk ett tillfalle att traffa partners, presentera sig
sjalva for en internationell publik och komma i kontakt med nya manniskor, ny musik
och nya trender. Samma sak galler fér de tiotusentals clubbingintresserade som besoker festivalen i hjartat av
Hollands huvudstad. Bland klubbarna hittar vi kdanda namn som Escape, Odeon, Jimmy Woo, 11 och Paradiso.

In a unique exhibition, 125 masterpieces from more than 30 Dutch museums can be
seen together at the Van Gogh Museum in Amsterdam. The exhibition, titled

125 favourites. Acquired with the support of the Rembrandt Association, has been
organised to celebrate the 125th anniversary of the Rembrandt Association. The
exhibition reveals the high quality and diversity of the acquisitions that have been
supported by the Association over the years. These include major works of visual arts,
decorative arts, applied arts and video art. 125 favourites can be seen from 3 October
2008 to 18 January 2009.




The Rembrandt Association was founded in 1883 by a group of individuals in order to ensure that significant works
of Dutch art could remain in the country. At the time, there was little governmental support for retaining important
works of art, while the museums did not have the financial reserves to make their own purchases. As a result, many
works from private collections were sold abroad. The arrival of the Rembrandt Association helped to turn the tide.
They brought works by artists such as Rembrandt van Rijn, Jan Davidsz. de Heem and Hendrick ter Brugghen back
to their home country.

From 27 - 29 August, Holland’s residentail city of The Hague will host the historical
Binnenhof festival. The Binnenhof Festival is an international, intercultural and
interdisciplinary festival, a must for dance and music lovers in the widest sense.
Performances include music from Portugal and Cape Verde. Modern dance performances
will challenge the audience emotionally and psychologically. The Hague Philharmonic
Orchestra, the Residentie Orkest, will give a majestic classical concert.

The location of the festival is a very special one: the Binnenhof is the place where since 1446 the meetings of the
Dutch parliament are being held. It has been the centre of Dutch politics for centuries and the stage of many
dramatic happenings in Dutch history.

This September, the southern town of Breda is turning red: on Sunday 7 September
2500 men and women with red hair from over 15 countries will gather in the city centre
may of Breda to experience the annual Redhead Arts Day.

L® On the initiative of Dutch artists Bart Rouwenhorst and Jos Vogelpoel, several events

& will be held during the Redhead Day. A photo shoot will include a group photo of all the
redheads present in Breda. Workshops with a focus on red hair will be organised, one of
which is called "Self Portrait" and will feature 300 red-haired children.

Throughout the city of Breda, over one hundred artists will showcase their fascination with redheads. Poets recite
their works on the beauty of red hair, photographers will show their photos based on this phenomenon, and painters
will exhibit their works inspired by redheads. Breda’s main church will be beaming red and will host a large
exposition. Local entrepreneurs from Breda contribute to the festivities as well; restaurants will have special redhead
menus and the stores adjust their window displays.

Entrance to the Redhead Arts Day is free for redheads and non-redheads alike; it is an event for anyone that is even
a tiny bit fascinated by red hair.

Awaiting the new building of Stedelijk Museum of modern arts to be ready in December
2009, the Stedelijk will live a temporary life on the streets of Amsterdam in a project

3 entitled Stedelijk in the City. The first event will be launched on 1 October: Construction
| Cabin on tour. This artistic version of a Construction Cabin, designed by Dutch artists
Niels van Eijk and Miriam van der Lubbe, will take the museum’s programme to the
streets. The tour begins on Oosterdokseiland near the central station and will travel
through Amsterdam until December 2009. The Construction Cabin is the first of a series
of Stedelijk Museum projects launched in the city, in both the public space and other
institutes.

During its fifteen months the Stedelijk Museum will roam the capital. To meet and chat with locals and confront them
with visual art and design. The Construction Cabin will be the nerve-centre for experiments, workshops,
performances, lectures, walks, debates and meetings with artists and museum staff. The Construction Cabin will pop
up at every location where part of the Stedelijk in the city programme opens, but will also pursue its own route,
following other events and activities in Amsterdam.



In the autumn of 2008, the Nieuwe Kerk in Amsterdam presents a unique arts
exhibition. Until 26 October, the attractiveness of the black person in the art of the Low
Countries will be in focus. Many great masters have portrayed black people throughout
the centuries. This fascination will be illustrated in about 135 paintings, drawings and
manuscripts from collections from Holland and abroad. Black is beautiful presents a
remarkable oil study by Rubens, an intimate drawing and etching by Rembrandt,
paintings by Jordaens, Mostaert, Breitner, Jan Sluijters, Karel Appel and Marlene
Dumas, and beautifully illustrated manuscripts from the late Middle Ages such as the
famous Van Maerlant manuscript.

Together these works give an impression of the changing role of black people in Dutch art and culture. They show
that for seven centuries black people have been part of Dutch art and history, in which they play an ever more
important role. Striking images and new insights take us from the year 1300, via the great masters of the
seventeenth century, to contemporary art. The exhibition is divided into three main sections: the Old World, the New
World and the Modern World. These sections are further divided into subjects such as The black king, Strong men,
Strong women, Africa and the Africans, (South) America and the slaves and Portraits.

In October, Amsterdam will turn into a mecca for dance and clubbing. 22-25 October,
the Amsterdam Dance Event (ADE), the worlds biggest club festival and Europe’s main
electronic and dance music conference, will take place. Because of the enormous
success from previous years, the event is expanded with an extra festival and
conference day. With over 700 DJ's/artists performing in forty of Amsterdam'’s finest
venues and with a festival audience of 80,000, Amsterdam will become Europe’s club
capital for four days and nights.

With an extra day added, ADE offers music industry professionals the opportunity to meet partners, introduce
themselves to an international audience and get in touch with new people, new music and new trends. The same
goes for the thousands of dance & clubbing fans from all over the world as the festival in the heart of the beautiful
Dutch capital will have a world class line up. Venues include Escape, Odeon, Jimmy Woo, 11 and Paradiso.
